Bridgwater Food & Drink Festival
Traffic Plan
The Bridgwater Food and Drink Festival is a one day event organised by the British Flag Carnival Club and will take place on three dates in 2023-April 8th, June 17th and August 26th .
The event will make use of High Street, Cornhill and Fore Street.
This is the Traffic Plan for the event. 
Roads will be closed at 0700 hours to facilitate the event. The Bus Company, local taxi companies and businesses within the closed road area will be informed. 
The diversion route will use Little St Mary Street and Lamb Lane to circumnavigate the closed area. Fore Street is pedestrianised and York Buildings has been permanently closed.
The signage will be supplied by Bridgwater Guy Fawkes Carnival whose members with the appropriate ch 8 licences (12D T1) and training will install the road closures and signage. At the end of the day they will remove all equipment.
The road closures at St Mary Church and York Buildings will be manned by members of British Flag Carnival Club and will be briefed as to their roles. Access through either of these points will be maintained for all the Emergency Services
Other pages in this document include a map of the centre of Bridgwater showing the road closure points, diversion maps and signage. Also enclosed is a sign schedule and finally the Carnival Committees generic risk assessment and copy of their public liability insurance.
