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1. Town Council Energy Supply
For the council to use an ethical sustainable energy supplier for its energy supplies. This includes electricity and gas. The CC group will provide a range of quotes, and summary of the energy companies' ethics including how the energy is created.

2. Support and Promote a Green Fair/ Festival
For the Town Council to hold a green festival which would promote sustainable ideals
Main aims-
* To show ways in which people can get involved in developing a more sustainable way of living
* To show that the Town Council wants to take action on the climate crisis
* To help bring inclusivity and diversity to the town
* For Bridgwater to have the opportunity for another event that may become a regular part of the festival diary.
The CC group will provide a date for the festival, the costs and other details to the Executive..
             
3. Eco Hub.
For the Town Council to investigate the idea of having an eco-hub within the Town Council building. The hub would provide information for all things environmentally sustainable. The hub would act as a public drop in where support and advice could be given. The hub could encourage local and nationwide organisations to send information so that community links can be encouraged, which in turn promotes activism. The CC group with work with the Town Clerk, Premises Committee and Community and Environment group.

4. Sustain and Support Biodiversity.
Town Council to look at the land it owns to see what can be done regarding biodiversity, and to work with other local councils to influence and promote the enhancement of biodiversity in the town and other areas of Somerset.
*Tree and plant coverage-to add native species, which includes pollinator/ bee/ insect-friendly trees, plants and flowers
*To reduce/eliminate the use of pesticides on council land. 
*To look at cleaning product/chemical use on Town Council properties and to promote the use of less environmentally harmful products
*To provide information to encourage the promotion of biodiversity in private 
gardens, allotments, parks and roadside spaces. This could ensure the support
of plant and wildlife.

5. Single Use Plastics.
The CC group supports the Community and Environment portfolio which is in the process of defining Town Council policy on single use plastics, and the way forward for plastic use, production and disposal.
